	Writing Requirements 


	· Letter format followed – 2 paragraphs – first paragraph a summary, second paragraph addresses question, topic, connections, or assignment. 

· There is evidence of class mini-lessons

	Quality of Writing
	· You always attempt deeper thinking in your writing

· You address most important aspects of the question or topic.

· You demonstrate understanding of important information in the passage even though some less important idea or details may be overlooked or misunderstood.
